High volume Export Grain Elevator Handles grain exports from Mid-West and
Southwest Regions-Serviced by BNSF and UP
railroads. Current plans call for expanding the type
commodities handled. Storage capacity, 3,000,000
bushels.

Pier 34 Project and General Cargo Terminal General cargo unloading facility with substantial
adjacent open storage area. Current primary use
unloading and transshipping components for
electric generating windmills.

Bulk Cargo Terminal-Fertilizer Operated by CHS, Inc. a major importer of urea.
Facility has storage capacity of 50,000 tons. Quick
access to Interstate Hwy., serviced by BNSF and UP
Railroads.

West End Project and General Cargo Piers 37-41 Area used for unloading miscellaneous break bulk
cargoes, overflow Ro-Ro cargo and topside repairs
on research and other vessels.

Shipyard Operation on adjacent Pelican Island Property is 120 acre plus dock, pier and dry-dock
facility operated by a major Port tenant. Facility
used to make repairs to oil rigs, ships and research
vessels. Major local employer, primary source of
rental income to Port.

Pelican Island Storage Terminal Small oil terminal operated by Port tenant dealing

in heavy fuels. Could expand significantly when
additional water depth is provided for larger vessels.
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
